According to lasts United Nations Human Development Report (2015),
about one-fifth of the world's population is living in poverty; people
who live with less than US$ 1.25 a day. In addition, poverty affected
dramatically most of the women and children of rural areas of
developing countries.

In the Philippines more than 6.3 % of the population are
multidimensionally poor while an additional 8.4 % live near
multidimensional poverty.

Most of the poor in the Philippines live in rural areas and work in the
agriculture sector, mainly in farming and fishing.

25% of Filipino population are women in poverty and 22% of women’s
employment is in agriculture, however, their opportunities are limited
by inequalities such as lack of access to land and inputs, low paid jobs,
among others.



» Women's organizations as a strategy to tackling poverty and
