• Around 10,000 fisherwomen gained employment & 
alternative income 

• Transformation of activity groups into business units 
• Business turnover of more than Rs.300 million and 

profits of Rs.100 million 
• Created assets which could sustain without 

governmental support 
• Possible empowerment model which could be 

scaled to other sectors in future.
