Exercise # 1
Developing Themes

 As a group decide on 5 key GAF themes

 Suggestions:
 Gender and fisheries value chains
 Gender and the marine ecosystem
 Gender and fisheries management
 Fisheries and masculinity
 Regional pages (i.e. GAF in India)

 Choose theme(s) to complete in this 
workshop

Exercise #1
Time: ~10 minutes

Small group: have everyone make at least one suggestions
Large group: have people volunteer ideas

Moderator lead the discussion with questions such as:
“As a GAF expert what questions do you get asked the most from people outside the field seeking information?”
“What information about GAF do you feel it is most important to share?”

Low tech or high tech note taking can be used.

Other notes:
Participants should be aware that these themes are a starting point.  We want to start with some key themes, but we encourage the development of more themes in the future.

Exercise # 2
Writing Page Content

 In groups of 4-5 people, pick a theme and 
write a introduction paragraph

 Follow the Amanda Vincent rules for 
writing:
 Start with a topic sentence no more than 17 

words long.
 Write for an 8 years old (no jargon).
 No more than 7 sentences in a paragraph.

Exercise #3
Time ~25 minutes

Small group: Choose one theme to work on together
Large group: break into teams of 4-5 people interested in the same theme.  In this case each team will need to choose a note taker.

Moderator should encourage writers to use clear, jargon free language (write for an 8 year old).  The topic sentence should be no more than 17 words and should capture the main point of the theme.  The paragraph should be no more than 7 sentences in total.

Note taker(s): Write the paragraph being developed by the group.  They should feel free to add in their own suggestions.
